Wentworth Greenhouses 2010 Farmers’ Market
Rules and Guidelines

Please keep this copy for your records.

I. Terms and Condition of Sale


1. All persons desiring to sell goods at the Wentworth Greenhouses Farmers’ 
Market will complete the written application provided by Wentworth 
Greenhouses, and must sign a statement that they have read, understand and 
agree to abide by the rules of the Market.


2. All persons desiring to sell goods at the Market must indicate in the 
application, the items to be sold at the Market.  This list will be reviewed and 
the Market Manager will approve a final list.  Only items on the approved 
inventory list shall be sold at the Market.


3. In the event that a seller would like to modify his/her inventory, an 
amended inventory must be submitted to the Market Manager.  Only items 
on the approved inventory list may be sold until the amended inventory is 
approved. 


4. Only the following New England items may be offered for sale: 




a. Fresh and dried fruits 



b. Fresh vegetables—except pumpkins



c. Fresh cut flowers



d. Fresh cut and dried herbs



e. Honey and maple syrup



f. Fresh cider



g. Dairy products by appropriately licensed producers



h. Fresh eggs



i.  Fresh meats



j. Baked goods—locally produced on the vendor’s premises



k. Seafood



l.  Crafts



m. other specialty food products—minimally processed—as approved 


by the Market Manager.


5. New England Grown shall mean:



a. All pruning, spraying, fertilizing (organically or otherwise), or 


harvesting of fruits and vegetables 
undertaken by members of the 


Seller’s household or persons directly employed and paid by the 


Seller.  This may include items grown on land under written lease or 


license, provided that the farmer who leased the land undertakes all 


of the above activities.


6. All items sold at the Market must be of the highest merchantable quality.  
Products, which are not of the highest quality, must be posted as such (i.e. 
“seconds”).  The Market Manager reserves the right to refuse any material 
that he/she deems of poor quality.


7. Each package or container of processed foods must be labeled with:



a. the name or product



b. product list of all ingredients



c. preservatives or treatments



d. name and address of the producer



e. net weight or volume



f. packaging must meet all pertinent legal requirements


8.  All sellers of processed, cooked, packaged or mixed-ingredient foods 
must obtain a license from the appropriate health and or licensing 
departments within the state of New Hampshire and/or Rollinsford, NH 
(please contact Health Officer at 603-742-7448).  Licensing will involve 
a thorough explanation of all handling of foods.  Vendors selling items 
requiring certification must have paperwork available for customer 
inspection and include copies of this paperwork with their application.


9. Produce may be sold by the pound, bunch, piece, or measured container.


10. Scales must be sealed by the Sealer of Weights and Measures each year.


11. All food items must be kept at least six inches above the ground at all 
times.

II. Prices and Signs:


1. If so desired, a 7” x 11” sign with the vendor’s official farm or business 
name and town will be provided by Wentworth Greenhouses, Inc. 

2. Prices of all items shall be clearly posted.  No item shall be sold unless the 
price of the item is clearly displayed.


3. Prices for products will be determined only by the individual seller at the 
start of each Market and shall remain fixed for the duration of the Market.  No 
bartering or discounting is allowed.  Vendors should determine prices near 
or at market value.

III. Daily Operations:

1. The Wentworth Greenhouses Farmer’s Market is located at Wentworth 
Greenhouses 141 Rollins Road, Rollinsford, NH 03869. Phone: (603) 743-4919.


2. The Wentworth Greenhouses Farmers’ Market will operate from June 26 to 
October 30th.

3. Market hours are Saturdays from 10:00 a.m. to 2 pm.

4. Participants shall arrive no earlier than 2 hours before the start time to set 
up.  Booth space will be allocated on a first-come, first served basis.


5. Vendors may not sell their products before or after official Market hours, 
and must commit to selling for the entire market day.  The Market will be 
open rain or shine, and vendors must provide their own weather protection.


6. All clean up must be completed with participants vacating the selling 
area no later than one hour past market closing time.


7. Participants must clean the sales and aisle areas in front of their stall 
and take home all unsold produce and waste at the end of the sale period.

8. No participant shall engage in solicitation, collection drives, political or 
religious activities in the selling area.  No loud hawking of wares is allowed.


9. When selling ready-to-eat items, participants must provide an approved 
waste receptacle for wrappers, cups, etc., and must be licensed 
by the 
Rollinsford Health Department.


10. Participants must be courteous to the public at all times.  A general neat 
and clean appearance of all market participants is required.  Shoes and 
shirts 
shall be worn at all times and no dogs or other pets are allowed 
on the premises.  Any children attending vendors must be with the 
vendors and be part of the booth or sale effort.


11. No participant shall drink or possess alcohol or use any controlled 
substance while at the market.


12. In the event of a dispute regarding the daily operations of the Market, the 
decision of the Market Manager shall be final.  Any failure to abide by the 
Market Manager’s decision regarding the daily operation of the Market shall 
be deemed sufficient grounds for excluding the Vendor from the Market for 
the remainder of the season.


13. Any person may submit a written grievance regarding the operation of 
the Market or potential violation of the rules and regulations to the Market 
Manager.  The Market Manager will review the grievance in accordance with 
the market rules.

IV. Fees:


1. All vendors are asked to pay a $40 membership fee for the season.  This fee 
will be used to offset advertizing expenses and to support the market. The 
Membership fee is due with this application.


2. An additional fee for a 10 ‘x 10’ booth is $20.00 per Market, which may be 
paid on the day of each Market before the Market opens.


3. If you don’t plan to participate on a given week, we ask that a two-week 
notice be given so that we may fill your space.  The Market runs for 19 weeks.  
We recognize some farmers may not be ready to participate by June 26th 
and will try to accommodate later requests, as space and time allow.

All approved Market Vendors are entitled to a 15% discount on all purchases at Wentworth Greenhouse Garden Center during the Market Season.
